DIRECTIONS
Use Rhino to design a chess set that includes all pieces and a board.  Use the techniques (draw a profile curve and revolve) from Exercise 48 (Glass) to create your chess pieces.  You will need to create a profile curve and revolve it for each piece of the set.  A basic chess set is comprised of the following pieces:
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The red numbers indicate how many pieces of each type you need for your finished set.  You may use any additional techniques you have learned to enhance your chess set.  Apply realistic materials to your board and pieces and create a 3D rendered perspective to turn in.  A sample project is provided for you below.
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
