Buying a Microprocessor 2


BACKGROUND

Due to the amount of heat caused by today’s CPU’s it is necessary to provide an adequate cooling solution to ensure the CPU does not overheat or burn up.  Many processors ship with a fan and heatsink, but others do not and a person must purchase a CPU cooler when purchasing a new processor.  You must look carefully at the documentation on a website when purchasing a CPU online to see if it comes with a CPU cooler (fan& heatsink).  If one is not included, you must know the socket type in order to purchase a model that will work with your CPU.
DIRECTIONS
Locating processor socket type and stock cooler information:
1. Go to the Newegg.com website

2. Type the name of the processor in the search box
3. Look at the specifications tab and see if a heat sink and fan is included.  Indicate YES or NO in the space provided on the table.  Identify the socket type and write it in the table as well.
4. Repeat this for each processor in the table.
Locating an alternate cooler:
5. From the Computer Hardware menu select Fans & Heatsinks
6. From the Left side menu select CPU Fans & Heatsinks

7. From the left side menu select the CPU socket of the processor you are working on

8. Choose a fan and heatsink from the choices and write the name, model number, and price in the chart. 

Alternate Method

1. You may also look up each processor and locate the Customers Also Bought section in the lower left hand corner of the product page.  Customers may have purchased a cooling solution for the processor and it might be listed here.
