Digital Photography Editing – Assignment 1


DIRECTIONS

Create a composition that combines a minimum of 5 different objects into a single composited digital image.  Your composition must use objects from a minimum of 5 different images.  One of the images must be your self portrait we took in class.  The other objects are up to you. The goal is to skillfully edit the objects and combine them into a single image that does not show editing flaws.

PROCEDURES
1. Copy the Public Domain Photos folder from my USB drive onto your desktop

a. These images are free to use but you must open them from within Corel Photo Paint to see a preview of the images.
2. Select images\ objects from the public domain images to use on the assignment

3. Use the techniques introduced yesterday and today to complete the assignment

4. Save the assignment often so you do not lose work.

5. Do not print when finished.

Editing Technique

EDITING TIPS
· Avoid halos around objects.  Once an object is removed from one image and placed into another, continue to edit the object with a soft edge brush to eliminate any halo.

· Be careful and patient when erasing.  It is OK to erase some of the edges of an object so long as they do not look choppy or not real.
